It is a powder product, based on hydraulic binders, portland cement, special synthetic polymers, selected aggregates and special binders additives. It is easy to prepare and apply, with an excellent filling power and very limited shrinkage. Build up base is a low thickness compound(cement based) design as a base coat to be used in conjunction with fibre mesh for the preparation of floors before the application of  Marmorino resin product. Ideal also over existing tiles and suitable over underfloor heating(on top of the screed).

BUILD UP BASE is sold in a white powder form and it has to be mixed with 25-35% of clean water (4.25-5.95 L per bag). Mix  until you obtain the full homogenization of the mixture.

APPLICATION:

BUILD UP BASE 
Apply one coat by trowel over a prepared surface (previously prepared with one coat of "Consolidating Primer") and lay the fibre mesh making sure to smooth the surface even and flat.
When the surface is dried or as soon as you can walk on it apply another coat by trowel
But this time add more pressure to skim the product.
Let dry till the day after before starting apply Marmorino resin.
ENVRONMENTAL CONDITIONS FOR THE APPLICATION PHASE                           
The ambient temperature must be between +10°C and +30°C, while the relative humidity must be less than 85% for at least a day.
PRESERVATION

The product maintains its unaltered features for 6 months, if it is correctly preserved. Store it in a dry, close and covered places, away from humidity and rain.
SAFETY NORMS
